2. Fields information:

· All games will be played at McArthur Island Park. Map can be found on the website. 

· Headquarters will be upstairs, above KYSA, just to the left of field 2. 

· This is a very special and well-looked after part of our city, please make sure your players and fans treat the facility with respect – that includes fields, restrooms etc. Please pick up any garbage around your bench after your game is over. 

· There will be benches on every field; however, teams will be responsible for their own tents. It can get very hot (upper 30’s some days). 

· There will be St. John’s Ambulance on site for the duration of the tournament. We will also have a physio/athletic therapist on site. If any taping or wrapping is needed, please have your player bring supplies with them. 

· There will be a small hospitality room/tent for the coaches and officials. 

· There are multiple parking lots at McArthur Island. Buses may find it easiest to park by Field 9 and the Hockey arena. 

3. Coaches’ Meeting:

· The coaches’ meeting will be held at Sa-Hali Secondary School at 7:00pm on Wednesday, May 30th in Room B2 (just to the right when you walk in the front door). 

· It is mandatory for each team to have a representative at this meeting. 

· Please bring necessary forms and cheques with you. (Banquet, t-shirts, programs and entry fee can be on one cheque to Sa-Hali Secondary, Performance Bond must be made out to BC Secondary School Soccer Commission)

· It is our aim to have your t-shirts, banquet tickets and programs available that night, as long as everyone gets their forms in on time. 

4. Banquet:

· The banquet will be held on Friday, June 1st at the Colombo Lodge (814 Lorne St, Kamloops, BC V2C 1W8)
· Tickets are $30.00/person. I know this is a bit high; however, the food is worth it! The girls will get a substantial meal and it is one of our prime venues in Kamloops for banquets. 
· Our keynote speaker will be local legend, Michelle Pye – FIFA Referee. Michelle is retiring from FIFA this year and we will be honoring her at the banquet. 

· The theme of the banquet is World Cup. We encourage teams to dress up etc. as there will be a variety of prizes.

· BC Dairy has donated Chocolate Milk for each team for each game. A tourney volunteer will bring this to your bench before the end of your game. 

6. Photography:

· Vision Quest photography will be at the tournament and will be taking everyone’s team photo and various packages etc. for sale. More information at the coaches’ meeting. 

· Team photo times will be given out at the coaches’ meeting and the photos taken at the field (location tba).
